1.
Australian Christian Voices (ACV) exists, among other things, to be a safe space in which the breadth and variety of Christian opinion can be expressed and discussed.

2. 
ACV values the richness which the diversity of Christian opinion can give to Christian life and faith.

3. 
In order to embody the principles contained in 1) and 2) above, ACV believes that all conversation in ACV fora should be governed by this Etiquette Guideline.

4. 
ACV welcomes the expression of Christian opinion from a variety of perspectives, provided that expression is conducted in a respectful, thoughtful, intelligent, and gracious manner, and in a manner consistent with the ACV's Statement of Principles.

5. 
Comment which is deemed contrary to 4) above shall include, but not be limited to:

5.1 
Comment which contains course, abusive, or offensive language;

5.2 
Comment which degrades, offends, humiliates, vilifies, or otherwise abuses any person or organization on the basis of their age, gender, race, sexual preference, marital status, political opinion, religious affiliation, cultural background, disability, or any other characteristic inherent to that person or organization as a consequence of their humanity.

5.3 
Comment which is, or may be deemed to be, defamatory or libellous.

5.4 
Comment which in its form may be considered abusive or harmful, such as comment which contains unnecessary CAPITALIZED SCRIPT (ie: online shouting) 

6.
The authority to remove comment which violates 4) and 5) above shall be vested in the Administrators of this website only. Members with concerns about comment should direct their concern to the Administrators.

7.
Comment which dissents from, or disagrees with, other views expressed in ACV fora shall not be censored or removed provided it does not breach 4) and 5) above.

8. 
Comment which agrees with, or endorses, other views expressed on ACV fora shall not be immune from removal if it violates 4) and 5) above.
